REGARDING FTA SECTION 5340 FORMULA PROGRAM
Whereas, The Texas Transit Association (TTA) recognizes that Texas and the South West Region are growing population areas that would benefit from federal funding to address the increased demand for public transportation in high growth areas; and
Whereas, the TTA recognizes that the current funding distribution of the FTA Section 5340 Growing States and High Density States Formula Program distributes a disappropriate amount of funding from high growth areas to densely populated areas; and
Whereas, the TTA recognizes the South West region and other high growth areas of the nation have a increasing need for additional federal funding; and

Whereas, the TTA desires an equitable and fair distribution of FTA federal grant program funds; and

Whereas, the TTA recognizes that the FTA Section 5307 Urban Area Formula Program and the FTA Section 5311 Nonurbanized Area Formula Program are distributed in a recognized equitable and fair formula basis;
Therefore, be it resolved by the Board of Directors of the Texas Transit Association that:

TTA supports the efforts of the South West Transit Association (SWTA) and other state and regional transit associations to eliminate the FTA Section 5340 Formula Program and;

Be it further resolved that the TTA recommends to members of Congress the elimination of the FTA Section 5340 Formula Program and all funds allocated to the FTA Section 5340 Formula Program be reallocated to the FTA Section 5307 Formula Program and FTA Section 5311 Formula Program.
